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In the 21st century, space exploration
transcends national boundaries and has
the potential to bring humanity together.
Scientific collaboration has transformed
the rivalries of the Cold War era into

a shared search for knowledge. Dante
Lauretta, principal investigator for the
OSIRIS-REx mission, will discuss how

a degree in Japanese in addition to
theoretical math and physics has given
him a career advantage. Since the Japan
Aerospace Exploration Agency is heavily
involved in asteroid exploration, Lauretta
has applied his humanities degree to
establish a cross-cultural exchange
program and effectively engage his
Japanese colleagues. Space exploration
is an activity for all humanity and forms
a natural vehicle to foster international
collaboration and understanding.
